
Bosetti Art Tile designs and creates ceramic tile for home and gardens. Specializing in an
ancient technique known as "cuerda seca" (meaning dry cord), the tile artisans lay out the
tile with a wax resist and shallow pools of glaze are contained within the waxed lines.

This cloisonné-inspired method intensifies the richness of the ceramic glazes and gives a
soft texture to the surface of the tile. The clay body used is formulated to be thaw and
frost proof so the tiles are suitable for both interior and exterior use.

Some features of handmade tile are the slight variations
in size and thickness. Diversity in glaze chemicals and kiln
firings will give different interpretations of the same color.
That makes every kiln opening Christmas and our work very
rewarding. Each tile is unique and yet has the same color
range so that the combination in a design of multiple tiles
is rich and varied. "I love looking at the tiles on my kitchen
sink backsplash. I never tire of them because there is so
much subtle variety to enjoy," says Randi Jean Veiberg of
Raleigh.

Custom Orders

Custom orders are welcome. An advantage of handmade
tile is that it can be made to fit the space to be tiled.
We can plan where the grout lines are so that they
enhance the design instead of detracting from it. This
makes the installation simpler.

Tables

These tables are great indoors or out.

Slabs of clay are pressed into wooden molds to form
these hollow but deep tiles. The tiles lay on and in a frame
and grid, so there's no need for grout. You can move the
tiles separately from the framework.

Table bases that are more ornate are also available. The
table surface is tiled onto hardy board and grouted in a metal border that holds
the tile and fits over the base.

Mirrors

The large mirrors are wonderful in entryways, while the small and
medium mirrors are great for bedrooms, hidden nooks, or hallways.
Mirror frames can be made to fit your space and accommodate
your color scheme.

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Tile artist Marina Bosetti fell in love with clay in kindergarten while making a handprint for her
parents. She took it with her when she left for college and it has hung in every home she's lived
in since. The handprint reminds her that she is both unique in the universe and connected to the
greater whole. Marina founded Life Forms Pottery, now Bosetti Art Tile in 1990.

Marina's work celebrates the sensual, spiritual, and celestial. "My current subject matter springs
from three sources, the human form, time spent living on the NC coast in Beaufort, and my
mother's death and her love of the catholic church. In each piece I try to convey the magic of the
universe and that of faith." Her representations of the human form and various elements of
nature are sometimes playful and irreverent, sometimes contemplative
and always well crafted.

Marina uses her tile to create mirrors, bas-relief murals, and tables
that can be use indoors and out. Her work can be used in the garden
or in the pool. Frequent indoor uses include backsplashes, showers,
stair raisers and saunas.

Marina studied sculpture at Pratt Institute in Brooklyn, NY and received
a Bachelor of Fine Arts in 1982. While in college her work was featured
in the Juried Senior Art Show and a one person
show at the Pratt Sculpture Gallery. She also
worked demonstrating throwing at the American
Crafts Museum with Elisabeth Woody. Before
opening her own studio she worked at the
ceramic supply company, Jack D. Wolfe, slip
casting for artist Nina Yankowitz, and with
architectural facades at MJM Studios in New
Jersey. She spent a year sailing a gaffed rigged
schooner from Nova
Scotia to the
Bahamas to Beaufort,
NC finishing her life as
a New Yorker and
starting a new phase
as a North Carolinian.
Marina has also lived
in Asheville NC and now
resides in Raleigh.
